Johann Sebastian Bach: the birthday

Johann Sebastian Bachwas born in Eisenach, the capital of the duchy of Saxe-Eisenach, in
present-day Germany

on 21 March 1685 0O.S. (31 March 1685 N.S.)

Old Style (O.S.) and New Style (N.S.) indicate dating systems before and after a calendar change, respectively. Usually,
they refer to the change from the Julian calendar to the Gregorian calendar as enacted in various European countries
between 1582 and 1923.

The change arose from the realisation that the correct figure for the number of days in a year is not 365.25 (365 days 6
hours) as assumed by the Julian calendar but slightly less (c. 365.242 days): The Julian calendar has too many leap
years. The Gregorian calendar reform also dealt with the accumulated difference between these figures -- between the
years 325 and 1582 -- by skipping 10 days to set the ecclesiastical date of the equinox to be 21st March, the median
date of its occurrence at the time of the First Council of Nicea in 325.
